Like No Other 

Deuteronomy 33:26-29
     In his last message to the Israelites, Moses reminds them of how great our God really is.  His descriptions of God helped the people know and understand God better and appreciate His deeds more fully.
1.  God is Uniquely   Great   .
  a) God’s plans are greater than man’s   Plans   .
     If you expect to enter heaven then you’ll have to humble yourself before God, recognizing that you’re a sinner and that you need a Savior and that the Savior’s name is Jesus.  You’ve got to confess your sin to God and repent of it, turn away from it, calling on Jesus to save you.  That’s the only way, that’s the only plan, and it’s your only hope!
  b) God’s power is greater than man’s   Power   .
     We read in the Bible about the God who spoke the universe into existence.  He spoke the waters into existence.  Oceans cover more than 70% of the earth’s surface.  The size and power of it awes us, and rightly so.  Few men can stand at the ocean’s edge and not feel something of greatness swell inside them as they watch the waves come rolling in one after the other.  We’ve all seen the destructive nature of hurricanes.  Tidal waves can reach heights of 150 feet and travel as fast as 450 miles per hour.  In 1946, an earthquake in the north Pacific triggered a tidal wave that, four and a half hours later, killed 178 people in Honolulu, Hawaii – 2,000 miles away.  It is said that even average waves the width of a freighter carry ten times more power than is needed to drive the ship.  If we could somehow harness the energy potential between the differing temperatures of the upper levels of the sea and its freezing depths, we could supply all the world’s current energy needs. 

     And yet Psalm 18:15 says that at a mere blast from the nostrils of God the deep valleys of the sea lay exposed.  We may think the oceans vast, but Psalm 33:7 says that He can gather it all into little jars and keep it in His storehouses.  Psalm 89:9 tells us that he calms the raging sea with a single word, and though the waves may roll and roar, they cannot cross the boundaries that He has set for them.  The oceans, as powerful and awesome as they may seem to us, can only hint at the power of God.

  b) Greater than man’s   Mercy   .
     Psalm 57:10 says, "For thy mercy is great unto the heavens, and thy truth unto the clouds."  Mercy is when you don’t get what you do deserve.  God’s mercy is …

When you don’t get hell when you deserve it. 

·
When God doesn’t expose all your dirt.

·
When God doesn’t abandon you when you won’t walk with Him.

·
When God doesn’t let you starve when you refuse to feed on His word.

·
When God doesn’t hurt you the way you hurt Him.

     God is so merciful!  His mercy endures forever!  It is not a fleeting thing.  It is not here one moment and gone the next.  God’s mercy is the same today as it was yesterday and how it will be tomorrow (Psalm 103:8, 17).
2.  God is Our   Refuge   .
  a) Helper     .  God Is Our Help (v. 26b)
     The best soldiers in an ancient Asian king’s armies rode earth-bound chariots; God is superior to all armies and human deliverers in that He rides in heavenly chariots to bring deliverance.
  b) Protector     .  God Is Our Protector (vv. 27-28a)
     God’s help provides protection from enemies.
  c) Provider    .  God Is Our Provider (v. 28b)
     God meets His people’s needs, providing them resources such as an abundant food supply and needed moisture.
3.  God is our   Joy    .
  a) Shout     for joy.
     There are many Scriptures that command us to shout for joy to the Lord (Job 8:20-21, Acts 13:52, Galatians 5:22, Job 33:26, Psalm 42:4).  How do you enter the house of God? Have you ever shouted for joy to the Lord?  The old time preacher Vance Havner used to say, “The same church members who yell like Comanche Indians at a ball game on Saturday sit like wooden Indians in church on Sunday.”
     We need to get real about our faith in Christ.  That doesn’t mean we all have to yell and scream, whistle and shout, etc., but there should be some sign of seriousness to our Christianity.  Someone once said, “If there’s a throb in the heart there should be a thrill in the step.”  Or maybe we should say at least a smile on the face and a song in the heart. 
     How about shouting for joy in the church by sharing an occasional “Amen” to God’s Word?  Whenever we say “Amen” to God’s Word it says that we agree with God and that’s always a smart thing to do.
  b) Don’t be   ashamed   .
      Walter Scott was a preacher in the early 1800’s.  His slogan was “Back to the New Testament.”  One day Scott was preaching at the local schoolhouse.  It was said that Scott could be boring as they come at times, and at other times, he was one of the best preachers there was.  But this was not one of those times.  The children began to fidget and the adults acted bored.  Scott saw that he would have to change his tactics.  He abruptly announced, “How many of you children have ever played a game called Toad Sky High?”  Suddenly, everyone woke up.  Nothing stirred up people’s interest like a game.
     Scott said, “To play Toad Sky High, you get a plank (a board) and put it on the ground on a rock like a see-saw.  Then you get yourself a toad and put it on one end and then get the biggest child you can find to hit the other end of the board as hard as he can.  Then you can see how high the toad will fly.  Maybe he will fly SKY HIGH!”
     One child hit the board so hard that the toad went up in the air about 50 or 60 feet.  When the toad landed, he went “kerplop” and split wide open.  He was bloody and his eyes were bulging out even more than usual.  He was in agony.
     At that moment, Scott saw that he had their complete attention.  He said, “I came here tonight to tell you of the suffering of the Lord and how He was beaten and crucified and you go to sleep.  But when you saw the death of a toad you were all ears.  What must God think of that?”  Can you imagine how those people must have felt?  Where is our joy and excitement?
4.  God is our   Salvation    .
Saved - What does that mean?  The word "saved" comes from a Greek word sod-zo.  Its basic definition is “to deliver or rescue.”  It is used in a number of ways:
1.  To save one (from injury or peril)

2.  To save a suffering one (from perishing), that is, one suffering from disease, to make well, heal, restore to health

3.  To preserve one who is in danger of destruction, to save or rescue
     In the biblical sense the word speaks of the redemptive work that takes place when an individual turns from his life, which was alienated from God, to Christ as Lord and Savior (Romans 10:9-10).  Salvation is the supernatural act of God whereby God enables sinful man to realize his sinfulness in light of God’s holiness and through acknowledgment of Christ’s lordship surrenders the ownership of His life to Christ.  The result is that the individual receives both forgiveness and deliverance.  In that moment by God’s grace he has been saved.  But we are deliverance from what?  Saved from what? 
  a) Saved   from   . 

   . . . the Wrath of God

     God's word clearly teaches that those outside a saving relationship with Him through Christ are presently under wrath (John 3:36).  The word wrath usually does not refer to sudden outbursts of rage but to a teeming or swelling anger fixed and controlled that one day will be released.  The wrath of God is a prominent truth in the Scriptures.  A study of any concordance will show that there are more references in Scripture to the anger, fury, and wrath of God than there are to His love and tenderness.

     Jonathan Edwards historical sermon “Sinners in the Hand of an Angry God” contains the following paragraph.  “O sinner! Consider the fearful danger you are in; it is a great furnace of wrath, a wide and bottomless pit, full of the fire of wrath, that you are held over in the hand of that God, whose wrath is provoked and incensed as much against you as many of the damned of hell.  You hang by a slender thread, with the flames of divine wrath flashing about it, ready every moment to singe it, and burn it asunder…” – 

     Romans 5:8-10 reminds us the only way to be saved from the wrath of God, is to be saved from it by faith in Christ.  1 Thessalonians 5:9 tells us Christ bore the wrath of God against sin that we deserve.  The punishment He suffered was sufficient to satisfy the justice of God and procure salvation for all who will receive Him by faith.  Are you under God’s wrath or have you been saved and therefore are under His grace?
   . . . a Burning Hell

     More and more "religious people" are rejecting the Biblical doctrine of hell.  The Bible clearly teaches that life does not end at the grave, that all individuals will spend eternity in one of two places - either in the presence of God or in a place of eternal torment away from the presence of God (II Thessalonians 1:8-9).  There are over thirty repeated references to the existence of Hell in the Old Testament alone.  In the Gospels, Jesus speaks of Hell more than of Heaven in a ratio of nearly two to one.  Revelation gives us the description of the end of all who have not been redeemed by Christ (Revelation 21:7-8).
     Many are living under the assumption that God would never really send anyone to a burning hell.  They are fooling themselves and in for a rude awakening.  Hell is real – Hell is eternal.  But those who know Christ have been saved from a burning Hell (John 5:24).
   . . . Satan’s Control

     When you are lost, the heart is occupied and controlled by Satan (Ephesians 2:1-3, 1 John 5:19, Hebrews 2:14-15).  Jesus Christ, through His redemptive death and victorious resurrection, has overcome the power of Satan.  When a person is saved, the Holy Spirit takes up residence in your heart and assumes control of your life. There is no place for Satan. Satan is defeated enemy because of Christ's blood, and the saved have been delivered from bondage to him.
Saved from an Unfulfilled Life

     In an interview with Swedish film critic, Stig Björkman, Woody Allen said:  “I think that at best the universe is indifferent. … So we create a fake world for ourselves, and we exist within that fake world. …a world that, in fact, means nothing at all, when you step back.  It's meaningless.  But it's important that we create some sense of meaning, because no perceptible meaning exists for anybody.” 

     Woody Allen actually echoes the sentiments of Solomon as he looks at life from the prospective of the natural man (Ecclesiastes 2:17).  We live in a world of spiritual death where people live empty, hopeless, and spiritually meaningless lives (Ephesians 2:12).  There is a God shaped vacuum in the heart of every unsaved individual.  Life is meaningless without Jesus.
     When you are genuinely saved, you belong to God and the Holy Spirit takes up residence in your heart.  You do have a new reason to live; you have the hope of eternal life and the promise of heaven (1 Peter 1:3-4, Colossians 2:10).

  b) Saved   to    .  

    Life in Christ!
Our God Is Triumphant!
King for a Day?

     On a particular Palm Sunday, a 5-year-old sat on her aunt’s lap while they listened to the pastor’s sermon together.  He described Jesus’ approach to Jerusalem and how the crowds cried, "Hosanna, Hosanna!"  At that, she perked up and began to sing, "Oh, Hosanna, now don’t you cry for me!"

     Imagine yourself in Jerusalem 2000 years ago.  There was a great crowd there that day who had come to celebrate the Feast of the Passover.  Perhaps it was something like Times Square on New Year’s Eve.  Josephus, the notable Jewish historian, estimated that any given year over two million people were involved in the great Passover Feast.  It is known one particular Passover over 256,500 lambs were slain and each lamb represented at least ten worshippers.  Thousands from all over the world flooded into the city to observe the Passover.  The mass of people and the necessary housing and food arrangements to handle such a mass of people can hardly be imagined. 

     An excitable carnival-like atmosphere was bound to prevail over such a mob.  Lots of people jammed the streets of the city getting ready to celebrate.  But as they prepared to observe one of the most important feasts that the Jewish people celebrated all year, word came that Jesus was on His way into the city.

     This is one of the few events that all four gospels record from Jesus’ life.  Sometimes one or two gospels record an event; some events in Jesus’ life are recorded in the three synoptic gospel accounts.  But what happens on this day in Jerusalem is recorded by all four of the gospel writers.  For that reason alone, we should consider what happened here to be important.

     The crowd gathered as Jesus rode into the city on the colt of a donkey and they began to wave palm branches and shout their welcome to Jesus.

     Once upon a time, before television, there was radio.  Someone defined radio as television without pictures.  Well, before television, one of the most popular daytime radio programs was called "Queen for a Day."  While this was before my time (and that WAS a long time ago!), each day four or five women from the studio audience would tell the host what they would like to have and do if they could be "Queen for a Day."  Then, on the basis of applause, one woman was chosen, and insofar as they were able, the sponsors fulfilled her wildest desires.  She was given a number of valuable prizes and for one day she reigned as "Queen."  That sounds like what happened to Jesus, doesn’t it?  Jesus was crowned "King for a Day" on that first Palm Sunday.

     There were hundreds of people who recognized Jesus as the Messiah on Palm Sunday.  But shortly they would change their cries from “Hail Him!” to “Nail Him!”  Jesus is Lord whether we acknowledge that fact or not.  He is King of Kings!  We do well to worship Him daily.
