The Perfect Sacrifice
Hebrews 10:1-14
     Some of you may know our daughter Aleana and her friend Rebecca Rogers are in England and actually spent last night in London where yesterday they saw Big Ben, and went on some walking tours around the city.  I didn’t see on their itinerary where they would walk any part of what is referred to as the Pilgrim Way.  The Pilgrim Way is one of the many footpaths throughout England, but it is unique in that it was the path that Christians, for hundreds of years, took as a pilgrimage.  For some it was a way to do penance and earn merit with God.  For others it was a special time which they used to concentrate on their relationship with God and deepen their spiritual walk.  The trail ends at Canterbury at the Canterbury Cathedral where Christians completed their pilgrimage by kneeling at the spot where Thomas Becket was martyred by the knights of Henry II.

     The story behind the death of Becket is that he was a close friend of Henry II who appointed him to his court.  When the position of Archbishop of Canterbury came open, Henry placed Thomas Becket in the position thinking he would do his bidding.  But something happened to Becket after he was appointed as spiritual leader of England.  He stopped being complacent about his faith.  He put politics and luxury behind him.  He gave up his former wealth and style of life.  And to his peril, he began to oppose the king when it came to differences between the church and the government.  He paid the ultimate sacrifice. 

     But Becket’s willingness to be a martyr for the faith did not earn him a place in heaven.  Neither did the pilgrimage to this site, great sacrifice though it was for many of those Christians, earn them merit points with God and celestial favors.  The whole point of the Christian faith is that we can never earn our salvation, no matter how hard we worked, or how great a sacrifice we could make.  Even if we gave our bodies to be burned for the love of Christ, it would not make us one bit more worthy.  If we could crawl to Jerusalem on broken glass it would not make us one bit more worthy of heaven.  There is only one way that our sins can be taken away — only one sacrifice that is sufficient to atone for our sins.  It is the perfect sacrifice of Christ, and this sacrifice makes all other sacrifices unnecessary.
1) Jesus was   one of us   .
   Animal Sacrifice was …

   a) temporary   .
     In Old Testament times God told the people to sacrifice animals as a temporary covering for their sins.  It was a temporary plan for the perfect sacrifice that was coming.  As they confessed their sins and laid their hands on the head of the animal which was to be sacrificed, they understood that something was dying in their place.  They deserved to die, but God was providing a substitute.  This sacrificial lamb was to be a picture of the perfect Lamb of God who would come.  After the lamb was sacrificed on the altar, the person who offered the lamb would take it home and the whole family would eat the lamb in a sacrificial feast.  The sacrifice would actually become a part of them.  The sins of the people in Old Testament times were covered as they looked forward to the perfect sacrifice that was coming.  Our sins are taken away as we look backward to the perfect sacrifice of Christ.
     We are here today to confess our sins and have them placed on the head of the one who was our substitute and sacrifice.  Because He died in our place and was offered as a sacrifice for our sins, we symbolically partake of His body and blood as we receive the wine and bread of communion.  It becomes a part of us as we ingest it.  And now, when God sees us, He sees the sacrifice of Christ.  We do not come depending on our own ability to make a worthy sacrifice — we know that is impossible — we come depending only on the sacrifice of Christ.
   b)   inadequate   . 
     The sacrifice of animals could never take away our sins, except as they were representations of the true and perfect sacrifice of the Lamb of God.  An animal could not take away human sins.  The perfect sacrifice had to be one of us.  The writer of Hebrews puts it like this:  “Since the law has ⌊only⌋ a shadow of the good things to come, and not the actual form of those realities, it can never perfect the worshipers by the same sacrifices they continually offer year after year. 2 Otherwise, wouldn’t they have stopped being offered, since the worshipers, once purified, would no longer have any consciousness of sins? 3 But in the sacrifices there is a reminder of sins every year. 4 For it is impossible for the blood of bulls and goats to take away sins.” (Hebrews 10:1-4).
   c)   insufficient   .
     An animal sacrifice would not do for human sin.  That is why the Bible says, “Therefore, He had to be like His brothers in every way, so that He could become a merciful and faithful high priest in service to God, to make propitiation for the sins of the people.” (Hebrews 2:17).
2) Jesus was    sinless   .

  a) Human Priests   sin   .
     There was a problem with priests offering sacrifices for the sins of the people — they were sinners just like the rest of the people.  Before they could offer sacrifices for anyone else’s sins they had to offer sacrifices for their own sins.  They were human like all the rest, but how can one sinner atone for the sin of another sinner?  This is why I cannot atone for my own sin, no matter how great the sacrifice.  Now, I know it’s hard for you all to believe, but it’s because I, too, am a sinner.  A sinful person cannot do something that can take away sin.  What we needed was someone who was a part of the human race, but one who was sinless.
  b) Jesus   offered   the sacrifice.
     The prospect for generations looked hopeless.  No one could fill this requirement.  But God had a plan.  He would come to us as one of us, and then sacrifice Himself for us.  In doing this, He would do something that no one else was able to do — He would become both the priest who would offer the sacrifice, and also become the sacrifice Himself.  If you could be good enough to get into heaven on your own, then Jesus Christ died for nothing.  If you could make a sacrifice sufficient to earn you eternal life, then the sacrifice of Christ was irrelevant.
  c) Jesus   became   the sacrifice.
     That is what is meant when the Bible says, “But this man, after offering one sacrifice for sins forever, sat down at the right hand of God.” (Hebrews 10:12).  He sat down, because His work was complete.  He was able to do this because He was sinless.  The Bible says, “For we do not have a high priest who is unable to sympathize with our weaknesses, but One who has been tested in every way as we are, yet without sin.” (Hebrews 4:15).  It says, “He doesn’t need to offer sacrifices every day, as high priests do—first for their own sins, then for those of the people.  He did this once for all when He offered Himself.” (Hebrews 7:27).
3) Jesus was    deathless   .
   a) Human Priests   die   .
   b) Jesus lives   forever   .
     There was one great problem with the Old Testament sacrificial system — when the lamb was sacrificed it died.  It died in the place of the one who had sinned and deserved to die according to the law, but it could not continue to be a sacrifice for the person.  Because Jesus Christ is alive, He is able to continually be our living sacrifice before God.  The Bible says, “Now many have become ⌊Levitical⌋ priests, since they are prevented by death from remaining in office. 24 But because He remains forever, He holds His priesthood permanently. 25 Therefore, He is always able to save those who come to God through Him, since He always lives to intercede for them. 26 For this is the kind of high priest we need: holy, innocent, undefiled, separated from sinners, and exalted above the heavens.” (Hebrews 7:23-26).
Conclusion

     During Napoleon’s Austrian campaign, his army advanced to within six miles of Feldkirch.  It is a beautiful little village nestled in the mountains of Austria.  It looked as though Bonaparte’s men would take the little unprotected town of Feldkirch without resistance.  But as Napoleon’s army advanced toward their objective in the night, the Christians of Feldkirch gathered in a little church to pray.  It was Saturday night before Easter morning.  At sunrise the bells of the village pealed out across the countryside.  Napoleon’s army, not realizing it was Easter Sunday, thought that the Austrian army had moved into Feldkirch during the night and that the bells were ringing in jubilation.  Napoleon ordered a hasty retreat, and the battle at Feldkirch never took place.  The Easter bells caused the enemy to retreat, and peace reigned in the Austrian countryside.
     What a wonderful God we have who has put our spiritual enemy in retreat and given us spiritual peace because of the resurrection of Christ.  He always lives to intercede for us. Because He lives, our spiritual enemy has not only retreated, he has been totally defeated. We come here today to eat the sacrificial meal of our Perfect Sacrifice who is alive and here with us.
Our Enemy Is Totally Defeated!
The Reconciling Sacrifice
     Most of us have a hard time with blood – especially when it appears outside the body.  With the exception of those who are emergency responders or in the medical field, even the toughest get a bit queasy when they see a little blood.  It doesn’t have to be oozing, gushing, or pumping – sometimes just a little bit can cause a grown adult to turn pale and drop like a rock.

     Yet, you cannot consider the sacrificial system of the Old Testament and not see that there was a lot of blood involved.  Sheep, goats, doves, lambs, and bullocks were all sacrificed and burned on the altar as an act of worship continuously from the days of Abraham to the times of Jesus.  The tabernacle of Moses was a place of killing as was the temple of Solomon and the rebuilt temples of Ezra and Herod.

     It all goes back to the Garden of Eden.  Adam and Eve lived there in perfect harmony with God until they listened to the deceiver and ate of the tree of good and evil.  The consequence of their distrust of God and disobedience of His Word was death – the end of life.  They were forced from the Garden and God killed animals to give them clothing.  That first sacrifice was made and blood was shed because all life is in the blood.  In Genesis 3:21 we are told that “The LORD God made clothing out of skins for Adam and his wife, and He clothed them.” Animals were killed because of the sin of mankind.  God instituted the sacrifice of animals in order that we would understand sin destroys life. 

     In the book of Leviticus God instructed a great variety of sacrifices that went on for centuries.  The priests of Levi killed thousands of animals and spilt gallons of blood to mediate between man and God.  It was never enough until the coming of the perfect sacrifice - Jesus (Hebrews 9:11-12).  When Jesus came everything changed.  Jesus is more than the giver of an animal sacrifice – He is the sacrifice.  His blood was shed to pay the price for our sin.

     Nothing illustrates this simple fact more powerfully than the tearing of the veil in Herod’s Temple (Exodus 26:31-33).  This veil was not some mere window shear like you might think it was.  It separated the Holy Place and the Holy of Holies. It was woven from cloth made of blue, purple, scarlet, and fine linen.  Into the weaving there were cherubim – winged angels depicted by skilled craftsmen.  It stood over 40 feet tall and was 40 feet wide.  The veil was made up of 72 strips of material each made separately and then woven carefully together into one great curtain.  The veil was as thick as the palm of your hand, about 4 inches, and had 24 warp threads or about 2 per centimeter.  It would have been a very expensive piece of material – and heavy.  300 priests were required to immerse it in water to cleanse it when it became ceremonially unclean.  There is no way that such a veil could ever have been torn by human hands.

     Yet, when Jesus died, the veil was torn.  By Jesus the sacrifice was made forever and sinful man now has the opportunity to be reconciled to God.  He is the Reconciling Sacrifice.
